The State Mental Health Agency (SMHA) Profiling System has been developed by the National Association of State Mental Health Program Directors Research Institute (NRI) in collaboration with NASMHPD and the State Mental Health Agencies. This cycle updates information compiled from the States last year and expands systems knowledge in areas where substantial requests for additional information have been received from the States. The components can be completed on our website: http://www.nri-inc.org/projects/Profiles/data_entry.cfm or by sending back completed paper sections of the Profiles.

The purpose of the SMHA Profiling System is to develop and maintain a centralized, computer-based compilation of descriptive information about the organization, funding, operation, services, policies, statutes, staffing, and consumers of SMHAs. The Profiling System was originally proposed by the SMHA directors as a mechanism to systematize the compilation, storing, and retrieval of information about SMHAs, to facilitate its acquisition and use, and to minimize the burden on States in responding to periodic ad hoc surveys from NASMHPD and others. This cycle builds upon the content of prior cycles to update information. Once the information is collected, it will be available on our website. Information from earlier Profiling cycles is available now: http://www.nri-inc.org/projects/Profiles/.  

Whenever possible, information from existing sources, such as the U.S. Census, the NRI SMHA Revenue/Expenditure Study, and the CMHS Survey of Mental Health Organizations, will be incorporated into the Profiling System so as to minimize the information compilation burden on the States. 

The information within this component of the 2007 Profiles will be used in a new Federal Publication on state mental health systems, and will also be used to create two new reports for CMHS. This information compiled through this cycle of the Profiles project will also be available to SMHAs and the general public in several formats. The information will be electronically available to users via the Internet. SMHA employees will also be able to call NRI request information from the Profiles and special analyses will be prepared for the States. Definitions appropriate to the Client Component:
24 Hour hospital care: 24 hour mental health care in a hospital setting.

24 Hour residential care: Overnight mental health care in a setting other than a hospital.

· Overnight mental health care in conjunction with psychiatric treatment services in a setting other than a hospital. Examples include residential treatment centers for children who have an emotional disturbance, and residential treatment services for adults with a mental illness.

· Overnight mental health care in conjunction with supervised living and other supportive services in a setting other than a hospital. Examples include halfway houses, community residences, and group homes.

Less than 24-hour care (examples):

Case management

· A program that is characterized by individualized attention emphasizing some type of intervention or participation in the natural environment of the client involving such activities as: outreach engagement or assessment of the client and subsequent planning for a range of services, entitlements, and assistance; brokering, coordinating, or advocating for the range of services needed; clinical intervention to assist adaptive functioning in the environment; and/or monitoring receipt of service and/or client’s response to services.

Emergency services

· A program that provides psychiatric care in emergency situations by staff specifically assigned for this purpose. Include only walk-in services. Exclude emergency programs that provide services only by telephone and programs providing only holding beds.

Outpatient care

· Mental health services to ambulatory clients generally provided for less than three hours at a single visit, on an individual, group, or family basis, usually in a clinic or similar organization. This may include emergency care on a walk-in basis if it is part of the regular outpatient service, as well as care provided by mobile teams who visit patients outside the organization. Exclude all hotline services as well as emergency services provided in a freestanding program specifically set up for psychiatric emergencies.

Partial care

· A planned program of mental health treatment services generally provided in visits of three or more hours of groups of clients.

· Treatment programs that place heavy emphasis upon intensive short-term therapy and rehabilitation.

· Programs that focus on sustainment, maximization, or socialization through recreation and/or occupational program activities, including sheltered workshops.

· Programs that focus on change through an integration of education, habilitation, and training including special education classes, therapeutic nursery schools, and vocational training.
